Comments from the Georgia MATHCOUNTS Coach Shareef Bacchus:
 
Georgia had a relatively inexperienced team for the 2009 competitions, and 
only one competitor had any experience at this level. The team which was 
made up of two eighth graders and two seventh graders met for practice 
sessions at my home in Athens, Georgia. Each session was about three 
hours long and during these sessions, the team worked on aspects of 
problem solving and some useful short cuts to some frequently asked 
questions. They also practiced on past contests and would do a complete 
Sprint, Target, and Team from one or more of these contests. Additionally, 
they were supplied with copies of almost all of the contests from the 2000's 
to practice at home. 
  
The venue for the competitions was wonderful. The students not only 
competed well but also enjoyed themselves in the magical setting of 
Disneyworld. At the actual competitions, the students were initially 
overawed and made some errors in the Sprint Round. As they became 
acclimatized, however, they settled down and performed as well as any of 
the top teams. Evidence of this was the fact that they managed to secure a 
perfect score in the team round! During the duration of our stay there, 
these students developed a real sense of camaraderie and represented 
themselves and their state with class and dignity. I was very proud of them 
and felt that they had grown enormously during our stay there. The one 
thing that bothered me was the fact that obvious mistakes in scoring are 
still being made. Initially, we were placed at 16th. When I received our 
score sheet, however, one student pointed out to me that he was not given 
credit for two questions on the Target Round that he had done correctly. 
This represented four points and could have had a serious effect on our 
final placing. I represented the situation to the Head Scorer and she very 
kindly agreed to investigate. Her investigations proved that we were right. 
She apologized to me and the student and made the necessary corrections. 
  
It is obvious to me that we have the potential to become a real force at 
future competitions. I would like to close by expressing my thanks to the 
Georgia state coordinators for all the assistance they gave to the team. 
Thanks also to a wonderful bunch of parents who gave their whole hearted 
support to me and the team.
