An Opportunity to Reaffirm Your Engineering Commitment 


The Order of the Engineer ceremony is to publicly recognize the 
engineering principle of service to the public that is the common bond of 
all members of the profession. That professional commitment is 
symbolized in the acceptance of a stainless steel ring presented to each 
initiate upon accepting the oath of the Order of the Engineer. Originally 
established in 1925 in Canada, the Order was started after the collapse of 
a bridge in Quebec as it neared completion. The engineering community 
salvaged some of the cast iron from the bridge and fashioned rings to 
symbolize their commitment to accuracy and protecting the society they 
serve. In 1972, Georgia engineers brought the organization to the state. 


As part of the GSPE Annual Meeting, the Order of the Engineer will hold 
an induction ceremony. You may sign-up to become a member at the 
registration desk at Callaway Gardens prior to the luncheon, or pre- 
register by downloading, completing and mailing the Order of the 
Engineer registration form to the GSPE state office. As Order of the 
Engineer Chairman, Luther Cox, P.E., says: "Volunteers are needed, but 
only those who are committed to the high standards of Professional 
Engineering need apply." The cost is $15, which covers the ceremony, 
the ring, and a lifetime contract with professional responsibility. No annual 
dues and no meetings; just a commitment to ethical practice. Join those 
who wear the ring to symbolize this commitment.
